Un mensaje de su Parroco...

Hermanos y Hermanas,

El Evangelio de este domingo es el comienzo del Evangelio de Marcos. Marcos comienza
recordando el mensaje del profeta [saias en la Biblia hebrea: "Preparad el camino del Sefior, enderezad
sus sendas". Mientras que los comentaristas de las Escrituras hebreas ven esto como una prediccion del
regreso de Juda del cautiverio en Babilonia, Marcos usa a Isaias para presentar a Juan el Bautista y su
ministerio. Si hay una palabra que parece describir la vocacion de Juan es la de "Preparador". ;Cual fue
su llamado a las personas mientras las ayudaba a prepararse para el ministerio de Jesucristo? Los llamé
al arrepentimiento para el perdon de sus pecados. ;Por qué €l haria eso? Juan era un buen judio.
Conocia los mandamientos y la historia de su pueblo. Su mayor pecado fue el de la idolatria. A lo largo
de su historia, los judios olvidarian al tnico Dios verdadero y se dedicarian a crear dioses de oro,
piedra y madera como las naciones que los rodeaban. Entonces Juan invitd a las personas al
arrepentimiento y a la transformacion de sus vidas para que reconocieran al Dios verdadero cuando
viniera a ellos en forma humana.

El mensaje de Juan y la tradicion de la Iglesia Catolica se unen en muchas parroquias catolicas
con los servicios de Reconciliacion durante el Adviento.

Entonces, ;cudl es el mensaje de Juan para nosotros mientras nos preparamos para la
experiencia profundizadora de la fe del Nacimiento de Jesus, el Cristo? El mensaje es el mismo que
Juan predico a los judios: "Preparense buscando el perdon". Lo que se interpone en nuestro camino
para apreciar el regalo de Dios de Jesus como Salvador es que hemos dejado que los idolos desordenen
nuestras vidas como lo hacian los judios de la antigliedad. ;Nuestra abundancia, nuestra necesidad de
reconocimiento y nuestro anhelo de seguridad se convierten en fines y no en medios? ;Se han
convertido en los pequefios idolos que adoramos? Entonces Juan nos invita a la transformacion del
corazén reconociendo y confesando nuestros pecados para que podamos estar atentos a la verdadera
"razon de la temporada”.

A message from your Pastor...

Brothers and Sisters,

The Gospel for this Sunday is the beginning of the Gospel of Mark. Mark begins by
recalling the Hebrew Bible’s message of the Prophet Isaiah: "Prepare the way of the Lord,
make his paths straight." While Hebrew Scripture commentators see this as a prediction of
Judah’s return from Babylonia captivity, Mark uses Isaiah to introduce John the Baptist and
his ministry. If there is one word that seems to describe the vocation of John, it is that of
"Preparer." What was his call to people as he helped them prepare for the ministry of Jesus
Christ? He called them to repentance for the forgiveness of their sins. Why would he do this?
John was a good Jew. He knew the commandments and the history of his people. Their
greatest sin was that of idolatry. Throughout their history the Jews would forget the one true
God and turn to creating gods of gold, stone, and wood like the nations around them. So
John invited people to repentance and transformation of their lives so they would recognize
the true God when He came to them in human form.

The message of John and the tradition of the Catholic Church come together in many
Catholic parishes with Reconciliation services during Advent.

So what is the message of John to us as we prepare for the faith-deepening experience
of the Birth of Jesus, the Christ? The message is the same as John preached to the Jews:
"Prepare by seeking forgiveness." What gets in the way of our appreciating God’s gift of
Jesus as Savior is that we have let idols clutter our lives as the Jews of old did. Does our
abundance, our need for recognition, and our longing for security become ends and not
means? Have they become the little idols we worship? So John is inviting us to
transformation of heart by acknowledging and confessing our sins so we can be attentive to
the true "reason for the season.”
