Un mensaje de su Parroco...

Hermanos y Hermanas,

El tiempo liturgico de Cuaresma se introdujo en los primeros siglos de la recién emergente comunidad
cristiana como un medio de preparar a los adultos conversos para la celebracion de los sacramentos de
iniciacion, que incluian el bautismo por inmersion, la uncion final en el Espiritu Santo y culminando con la
celebracion de la Eucaristia. El énfasis espiritual de este periodo de 40 dias fue centrar la vida de oracion,
meditacion y caridad en la necesidad de una conversion plena y personal a la fe, la iglesia y Jesucristo. Esta
conversion tuvo tres aspectos: conversion moral, como mandato para abandonar las atracciones paganas y
mundanas al pecado y al vicio; la conversion religiosa, como invitacion a crecer mas alla del judaismo o de
disciplinas religiosas anteriores, en favor de una nueva alianza sellada con la sangre de Cristo; y conversion
espiritual, como voto de vivir y crecer en la comunidad cristiana, celebrando plenamente la vida sacramental y,
a través de los sacramentos, extendiendo el amor, la presencia y el poder de la comunidad cristiana para abrazar
a los pobres, los marginados y las victimas de quienes sufren bajo el dominio romano. .

Después de la paz de Constantino y los trabajos del Concilio de Nicea en 325, un cristianismo libre y
renovado introdujo un nuevo enfoque para lo que se convertiria en una comunidad catdlica “universal”. La
préctica de utilizar la Cuaresma como preparacion inmediata para el bautismo continué durante otros dos siglos.
Poco a poco, junto con los catecimenos, todos los cristianos fueron invitados a abrazar los 40 dias de la
Cuaresma como medio de purificacion del pecado, disminuyendo o venciendo todos los obstaculos graves para
el verdadero crecimiento en el amor y en la vida espiritual cristiana, como medio de preparacion espiritual. para
la celebracion del misterio pascual: la muerte y la resurreccion de Jesis a una nueva vida. Dado que los
cristianos ya estaban bautizados y vivian la vida sacramental plena, el cambio espiritual de la conversion a la
transformacion interior y la purificacion reform6 los ideales y objetivos de la Cuaresma. A través de la
reinstitucion del Derecho de Iniciacion Cristiana (RICA) en el Vaticano II, la teologia de estos “ritos de
conversion” fortalecio el proceso de crecimiento espiritual interior, catequesis integral, apoyo de oracion de la
comunidad de fe local y inmersion total en el comunidad eucaristica, el cuerpo de Cristo. Ademas, la iglesia
post-Vaticano II ha encargado tanto a las comunidades parroquiales recién bautizadas como a las apostdlicas
fortalecer la vida plena en el Espiritu Santo, la evangelizacion sostenida y la vida eucaristica que aborde de
manera mas agresiva la dificil situacion de la humanidad sufriente, definida por los tedlogos de la liberacion,
los obispos y los Proclamaciones magisteriales de los tltimos cinco Papas como “opcion preferencial por los
pobres”.

Ahora que hemos rastreado la evolucion de la Cuaresma en relacion con los sacramentos de iniciacion y
el llamado universal a la “santidad” en y a través de la comunidad eucaristica, debemos sefalar que fueron los
avances teologicos de la Constitucion sobre la Liturgia (Sacrosanctum Concilium) que fusion6 la vida
sacramental de la iglesia y particularmente sus ritos liturgicos con la mision principal de la iglesia de ser la
edificacion del Reino de Dios en paz, justicia y caridad. A través del bautismo los cristianos son ungidos y
empoderados para participar y ministrar las “primicias de la muerte y resurreccion redentora de Cristo”. Era la
voluntad de Cristo que los futuros discipulos participaran en la obra de salvacion dentro de todo el cuerpo de
Cristo, su iglesia. Dentro de la vida liturgica de la iglesia, los cristianos “estan preparados para hacer obras de
justicia, crecer hasta la plenitud de la santidad, para que se alcance la consumacion del Reino de Dios y Jesus el
Sefior sea todo para todos” (S.C.III, 6).

Al entrar en este tercer domingo en esta época tan aterradora del afio, siempre recordamos orar mas
intensamente con y por aquellos que recibiran los Sacramentos en Pascua. Oramos por su liberacion del pecado,
la idolatria y cualquier apego a inclinaciones pecaminosas. jTambién oramos por nosotros mismos! Debemos
tomarnos tiempo para estudiar los misterios de nuestro Credo, debemos pedirle al Espiritu Santo que nos ayude
a crecer en la fe en toda la Verdad Divina Revelada, para que podamos estar adecuadamente dispuestos a
renovar nuestras promesas Bautismal junto con nuestros hermanos y hermanas en la Pascua.




A message from your Pastor...

Brothers and Sisters,

The liturgical season of Lent was introduced in the early centuries of the newly emerging Christian
community as a means of preparing adult converts for the celebration of the sacraments of initiation, which
included baptism by immersion, final anointing in the Holy Spirit, and culminating in the celebration of
Eucharist. The spiritual emphasis of this 40-day period was to focus the life of prayer, meditation and
charity on the need for full and personal conversion to the faith, the church and Jesus Christ. This
conversion was three-fold: moral conversion, as a mandate to give up pagan and worldly attractions to sin
and vice; religious conversion, as an invitation to grow beyond Judaism or prior religious disciplines, in
favor of a new covenant sealed in the blood of Christ; and spiritual conversion, as a vow to live and grow in
Christian community, fully celebrating the sacramental life, and through the sacraments extending the love,
presence and the power of Christian community to embrace the poor, marginalized and victimized of those
suffering under Roman rule.

After the peace of Constantine and the work of the Council of Nicea in 325, a free and renewed
Christianity introduced a new focus for what would become a “universal” Catholic community. The practice
of using Lent as a proximate preparation for baptism continued for another two centuries. Gradually,
alongside the catechumens, all Christians were invited to embrace the 40 days of Lent as a means of
purification from sin, diminishing or conquering any and all serious obstacles to true growth in love and the
Christian spiritual life, as a means of spiritual preparation for the celebration of the paschal mystery —
Jesus’ dying and rising to new life. Since Christians were already baptized and living the full sacramental
life, the spiritual shift from conversion to interior transformation and purification re-formed the ideals and
goals of Lent. Through the re-institution of the Right of Christian Initiation (RCIA) in Vatican II, the
theology of these “rites of conversion” strengthened the process of interior spiritual growth, comprehensive
catechesis, prayerful support of the local faith community and full immersion into the eucharistic
community, the body of Christ. Furthermore, the post-Vatican II church has charged both newly baptized
and apostolic parish communities to strengthen full life in the Holy Spirit, sustained evangelization, and
eucharistic life that more aggressively addresses the plight of suffering humanity, defined by liberation
theologians, bishops and the magisterial proclamations of the past five popes as “preferential option for the
poor.”

Now that we have traced the evolution of Lent in relationship to the sacraments of initiation and the
universal call to “holiness” in and through the eucharistic community, we should note that it was the
theological advances of the Constitution on the Liturgy (Sacrosanctum Concilium) that fused the
sacramental life of the church and particularly its liturgical rites with the primary mission of the church
being the building up the Kingdom of God in peace, justice and charity. Through baptism Christians are
anointed and empowered to participate in and minister the “first fruits of Christ’s redemptive death and
resurrection. It was Christ’s will that future disciples share in the work of salvation within the whole body of
Christ, his church. Within the liturgical life of the church, Christians “are prepared to do the works of
justice, grow to the fullness of holiness, so that the completion of the Kingdom of God may be achieved and
Jesus the Lord may be all things to all people”(S.C.111, 6).

As we enter this third Sunday in this scared time of the year, we always remember to pray more
intensely with and for those who will receive the Sacraments at Easter. We pray for their deliverance from
sin, idolatry, and any attachments to sinful inclinations. We also pray for ourselves! We should take time to
study the mysteries of our Creed, we should ask the Holy Spirit to help us grow in believing all Divinely
Revealed Truth, so that we can be properly disposed to renewing our Baptismal promises along with our
brothers and sisters at Easter.
