Un mensaje de su Parroco...

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas,

Estoy seguro de que lo has notado... jEl verano ya estd aqui! También lo sabras, porque no es
ningun secreto, no soy un fanatico del Verano. Mi preferencia personal siempre han sido los meses mas frios
del afo. Dicho esto, las preferencias personales no influyen en como abordamos la Santa Liturgia, en
cualquier momento, pero principalmente los domingos. Me gustaria ofrecer pastoralmente algunas cosas a
tener en cuenta durante estos meses de verano (y para cualquier Misa a la que asistas durante el afio y en
todo el mundo):

1. Cibrase los hombros: sin resbalones, sin tirantes, sin hombros, sin camisetas sin mangas.

2. Ciubrete las rodillas: para las mujeres, esto significa que ninguna falda debe pasar por encima de la
rodilla. Para los caballeros, esto significa que no deben usar pantalones cortos para la misa.

3. Cubra su busto - Esto deberia ser muy obvio... uno nunca debe revelar su pecho.

4. Cubrete las piernas: esto puede parecer una repeticion, sin embargo, es importante tener en cuenta que
ni las damas ni los caballeros deben usar pantalones cortos para ir a misa. Los pantalones de vestir, los
pantalones caqui y los jeans sin rasgaduras ni roturas son mejores opciones.

5. Tenga cuidado con los logotipos: debemos ser muy conscientes del tipo de cosas que promocionamos
mientras los usamos. Nos convertimos en anuncios ambulantes de empresas que a menudo se oponen a la
fe. Claramente, debemos evitar cualquier vestimenta con vulgaridad o cualquier tipo de sugerencia inmoral.

6. NO SOMBREROS: esto significa que no se permiten gorras de béisbol, gorros, Durags, gorros ni
gorros ajustados. Sefioras, pueden optar por usar una mantilla tradicional o pafiuelo en la cabeza en lugar de
lo mencionado anteriormente.

7. No se permiten gafas de sol: a menos que tenga una condicion rara contra la luz o una discapacidad
ocular, las gafas de sol no son apropiadas para la misa. Si, esto incluye las misas funebres, no se deben usar.

Esta seccion de sugerencias tiene mas que ver con cosas a tener en cuenta al prepararse y asistir a la
Santa Misa:
1. Llegue temprano: al menos 10 minutos ANTES de que comience la misa. Esto te da tiempo para
recolectar, orar, saber qué estas ofreciendo durante la Misa. jPracticamente, también te da tiempo para usar
el bafio ANTES de que comience la Misa y no durante!
2. ;APAGA TU TELEFONO! - jAPAGALO!!!!!!111!
3. Confesarse - Debemos estar debidamente dispuestos a recibir los Sacramentos. Por favor asegurese de
confesarse. No tienes que hacerlo aqui, puedes acudir a cualquier iglesia CATOLICA en sus horarios
disponibles. Recuerde que no podemos recibir la Sagrada Comunion en estado de pecado mortal.
4. No se permiten alimentos ni bebidas: no es apropiado llevar alimentos ni bebidas a misa. No estamos
aqui para entretenernos, esto no es un estadio ni un coliseo. Los padres pueden traer un biberon para sus
bebés, pero incluso a los nifios pequefios en adelante se les debe ensefiar correctamente.
5. Mantener el Ayuno Eucaristico — Nuestra Santa Madre Iglesia nos ensefia que debemos abstenernos
de comer o beber una hora antes de recibir la Sagrada Eucaristia. Esto es importante para programar
adecuadamente sus rutinas matutinas.
6. Ven a Misa Diaria — Especialmente para aquellos que no tienen tareas escolares, esta es una gran
oportunidad para estar con el Sefior. No se preocupe... jno hay colecta durante la Misa entre semana y hay
aire acondicionado! Ven a estar con El, son solo unos 30 minutos en promedio. Tenemos Misa aqui en
inglés y espafiol, solo mire nuestro horario.
7. El verano nunca son vacaciones de su fe; incluso si estd de viaje, incluso en un crucero, debe
programar su tiempo para ir a la misa dominical y al dia santo de precepto.

A message from your Pastor...

Dear Brothers & Sisters,

I’m sure you’ve noticed...Summer is very much here! You’ll also know, because it is no secret, [ am
no fan of the Summer. My personal preference has always been the colder months of the year. That being
said, personal preference has no bearing on how we approach the Holy Liturgy, any time, but primarily on
Sundays. 1’d like to pastorally offer some things to keep in mind during these summer months (and for any
Mass you may be attending throughout the year and around the world):

1. Cover Your Shoulders - no slip, no strapless, no off the shoulder, no tank-tops, no sleeveless

2. Cover Your Knees - for ladies this means no skirt should go above the knee. For gentlemen, this means
no shorts should be worn for Mass.

3. Cover Your Bustline - This should be very obvious...one should never reveal their chest.

4. Cover Your Legs - This might sound like a repetition, however, it’s important to note that ladies nor
gentlemen should be wearing shorts to mass. Dress slacks, Khaki pants, Jeans with no tears or rips are
better options.

5. Be Careful of Logos - We should be very mindful of the kinds of things we promote while wearing
them. We become walking advertisements for companies that are often opposed to the faith. Clearly, we
should avoid any clothing with vulgarity or any kind of immoral suggestions.

6. NO HATS - this mean no baseball caps, no bonnets, no Durags, no beanies, no fitted skullcaps. Ladies
you may choose to wear a traditional Mantilla, or Head scarf instead of the above-mentioned.

7. No Sunglasses - unless you have a rare condition against light, or eye-impairment, sunglasses are not
appropriate for Mass. Yes, this includes Funeral Masses, they are not to be worn.

This section of suggestions has more to do with things to keep in mind in preparation for, and while
attending Holy Mass:

1. Arrive Early - at the very least 10 minutes BEFORE Mass begins. This gives you time to recollect, to
pray, to know what you are offering during Mass. Practically, it also gives you time to use the restroom
BEFORE Mass begins and not during!

2. TURN OFF YOUR PHONE! — enough said! Just TURN IT OFF!!!!!11

3.  Go to Confession - We should be properly disposed to receive the Sacraments. Please make sure to go

to confession. You don’t have to do it here, you can go to any CATHOLIC church during their available

times. Remember we cannot receive Holy Communion in the state of mortal sin.

4. No Food / No Drinks — It is not appropriate to bring Food or Drinks to Mass. We are not here to be

entertained, this is not a stadium or colosseum. Parents may bring a baby bottle for their infants, but even

children as toddlers and up, should be taught correctly.

5. Keep the Eucharistic Fast — Our Holy Mother Church teaches us we should abstain from eating or

drinking an hour before receiving the Holy Eucharist. This is important to schedule your morning routines

appropriately.

6. Come to Daily Mass — Especially for those that do not have schoolwork, this is a great opportunity to be

with the Lord. Don’t worry...there is not collection during weekday Mass & there’s AC! Come be with Him

its only about 30 mins average. We have Mass here in English & Spanish, just look at our schedule.

7. Summer is never vacation from your Faith — even if you are traveling, even on a cruise, you should

schedule your time to go to Sunday Mass and Holy Day of Obligation.

I hope you are having a great beginning of Summer!
